Safety Requirements or Concerns

• Ensure 
– participants do not have peanut allergies
– clean preparation surface



Materials
• Necessary materials
• One loaf of sliced white bread
• One jar of peanut butter
• One jar of jelly (any flavor)
• One butter knife
• Plate
• Two napkins

Turn counterclockwise 
to open the peanut 
butter and jelly jars

Procedures

After setup:
• With a butter knife, scoop out about a tablespoon of 

peanut butter and smooth it out evenly on one slice of 
bread. 

• Wipe the knife clean with one end of the napkin. 
• With the butter knife, scoop out about a tablespoon of 

jelly and spread it evenly on the other slice of bread. 
• Wipe the knife clean with the other end of the napkin. 



Procedures (continued)
• Lift both slices of bread off 

the clean surface and put 
the sides covered with 
peanut butter and jelly 
together, matching the four 
corners. 

• Place the sandwich on the 
plate, and slice it diagonally 
with the butter knife.

• Now the sandwich is ready 
to eat and enjoy!
